Rain falls from clouds in the sky. Some rainwater V goes straight info the
ground. But a lot of it goes into streams, rivers, lakes, and then the ocean .
This process ® is called precipitation.

Some of the rainwater changes — the sun warms “ it and it becomes water
vapor ©. This process is called ‘evaporation’. We cannot see or smell the water
vapor and it doesn’t stay on the ground. It rises ® in the air and, as it gets
cooler high up in the sky, it changes back into water and forms ” clouds.

They are herbivores® — this
means they only eat leaves and plants. Dorcas gazelles are nearly extinct ® for two
main reasons: firstly, people hunt them for their meat and skin. Secondly, more
and more people are using their habitat for farming and building.
